MEMBERSHIP FEE 
There is an annual, $40 Membership Fee per family.   
 

HOW TO ENROLL IN A CLASS 
A free trial class or evaluation is available to any new student.  You may enroll in person 
during office hours or over the phone.  Full payment (membership fee + session fee) is due 
upon registration.  A completed membership card must be on file in order to participate.  
Please check class availability in the office.  If joining after the first week of class, tuition will 
be prorated.  All fees paid to Flytz are non-refundable. 
 

REGISTRATION FOR FUTURE SESSIONS 
Current students are always guaranteed their place in class as long as payment is received 
for the next session during Closed Registration Week.  Closed Registration Week always 
occurs two weeks before the current session ends.  These registration dates are listed on 
the back of this page.  Once this week has passed, your space in class is no longer guaran-
teed and we will begin taking Open Registration for new or returning students.  You may 
prepay for all sessions within a Term to secure your child’s class enrollment for the entire 
term, as well as the class demonstration.

MAKE UP CLASSES 
One make-up class per session will be allowed.  Make-ups will not be carried over into 
future sessions.  Make-ups must be scheduled in the office ahead of time.  Tuition will not 
be prorated for any absences.   
 

FAMILY OR MULTIPLE CLASS DISCOUNTS 
Families will receive a 20% discount on ALL but the largest  tuition in family.  Any student 
wishing to attend twice a week will receive 20% off the second class.    
 

GYM RULES 
1. All students must wait for an instructor before stepping on the floor. 
2. Gymnasts must participate in bare feet. 
3. Leotards (girls) and athletic shorts and t-shirt (boys) are requested. 
4. Hair should be secured out of eyes and off shoulders. 
5. No food in the gym area. 
6. Jewelry must be removed.  Post earrings are permitted. 
7. Please have children use the restroom before class. 
8. Parents must view class from the lobby with the exception of the two-year-old class.

EVALUATIONS & PLACEMENT 
Our curriculum follows USA Gymnastics guide-
lines.  Lesson plans are progressive each term.  
Remember, Term 1 includes Session A, B & C.  
Term 2 includes Sessions D, E, F & G.  It is best 
for students to participate in all sessions of a term 
for the greatest opportunity of success.  Students 
have the chance to “advance” each term.  How-
ever, some students will have to repeat a level two 
or more times.  As a general rule of thumb, stu-
dents will “move-up” at the end of a term if their 
instructor has determined they are ready.  Ad-
vancement forms will be handed out in December 
and May.  Preschoolers must turn the next age to 
advance.   
     *School-age students will work on Star Posters 
each term to help them set goals and record their 
progress.     
     *Preschoolers will receive a written evaluation 
each term.
